Freedom'’s Way supported 14 projects throughout

the Heritage Area highlighting themes and stories
relating to the American Revolution that provide fresh
interpretations and perspectives that explore the
multiple meanings and impacts of that event within the
region. Projects funded include:

The Pursuit of Colonial History

A day-long program and activities for youth to immerse
them in the physical and intellectual act of 1700s social
media including letterpress printing demonstrations
and the printing of broadsides to be displayed at
Wright Tavern.

Partnership Grant Program

Providing strategic investments in the natural, cultural, and
historical resources that enhance the sense of place within

the Freedom'’s Way National Heritage Area, the Freedom’s

Way Partnership Grant Program is a catalyst for new, creative
programs and projects within the 45 communities of the Heritage
Area. Its impact is evidenced in the depth and breadth of the
projects it supports—both large and small. Forty-nine grants
totaling $146,308 in support were awardedin 2024 and 2025.
Highlighted projects include:

“A Walking & Driving Guide to Sudbury’s Changing Land”
Grantee: Sudbury Valley Trustees

Design and printing costs for the brochure “A Walking and
Driving Guide to Sudbury’s Changing Land,” which provides an
easily accessible reference on the broad range of landscapes
that exist in, and shaped, the town of Sudbury throughout

time. Supplemented by historical, ecological, and wayfinding
information accessed by means of a QR code on multiple
locations, the guide challenges Sudbury residents and visitors to
look more closely at the environmental base of local life through
in-person exploration, raising awareness of the ecological impact
of human activity on nature past, present and future.

Cross Street Cemetery Gravestone/Monument Conditions
Assessment

Grantee: City of Medford Historical Commission

A conservation study to determine the scope of work and repairs,
prioritize and assess immediate, short, and long-term needs

and associated fees for the Cross Street Cemetery. Designated

as the City of Medford'’s second oldest cemetery, dating to 1816,
it contains the remains of a cross section of the community,
including prominent residents, civic ancestors, veterans of the
Revolutionary and Civil Wars. An important local landmark, the
cemetery was relocated in 1956 to accommodate the construction
of Route 93.

Native Land Learning Series

Grantee: Friends of the Middlesex Fells

A series of lectures and guided tours, the Friends of the

Fells Native Land Learning Series facilitated cross-cultural
environmental learning within the Fells community by
empowering Indigenous educators to share their knowledge of
ecology, land conservation and sustainability. Speakers included
Brad Lopes, citizen of the Aquinnah Wopanaak Tribe on Noepe
and Native American Teacher Retention (NATRI) Program Manager
at the Mashpee Wampanoag Education Department; Larry
Spotted Crow Mann, citizen of the Hassanamisco Nipmuc Tribe,
award-winning author, and director of The Ohketeau Cultural
Center; and Elizabeth James-Perry, an Aquinnah Wampanoag
Culture Bearer, Educator, and restorative Native gardener.

NPS Summer Internship

In 2024 Freedom’s Way launched a summer internship
program in partnership with Minute Man National
Historical Park. Providing an opportunity to learn about
the work of the National Heritage Area, the internship
supports Minute Man's interpretive program staff and
provides training in formal and informal interpretation,
visitor services and research techniques.

2024 intern, Kristen M. Delatour, a master’s student

in historical archaeology at UMass Boston, completed
historical research on Case Whitney, a formerly enslaved
man who labored at the Wayside. Her work enhanced the
interpretation of the archaeological collections found at
the Casey House to expand the understanding of the lives
of enslaved and Free Black people within Concord.

In 2025, Hannah M. Santos, a rising senior in history
and anthropology at UMass Boston researched and
interpreted the events of April 19, 1775 to convey
information through formal and informal interpretation
and create digital media content and public outreach
materials to share with the public.
